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The Involvement of CYA/
OSA with FYC - February 
FYC General Meeting          (SGoldt) 
   At the February General Meeting, 
we had the pleasure of a presentation 
from Glen Lethbridge, Executive 
Director of the OSA  who was asked 
to talk about the CYA/OSA  and FYC 
and answer questions.  
   Learn to sail and racing teams 
Glen announced to the members that 
FYC has been named as one of 10 
training centres for youth in Ontario 
and as a result, FYC will receive 
funding and coach support for it's 
Sailing School from OSA. The 
funding will likely surpass the total 
amount of fees paid by club members 
in their membership to CYA/OSA 
($20).  Ontario will be sending 6 boats 
to the Olympics in China. OSA helps 
to prepare the sailing team for the 
national team. Promising and 
interested youth sailors would move 
from FYC to one of the training 
centres for the Canadian Team - 
Kingston, Toronto, or the Lake Erie 
Canoe Club.  
   The OSA trains instructors for the 
sailing school , which involves 400 
coaches this year,.  Clinics are hosted 
by the OSA at various clubs for the 
instructors, as has been the case at 
FYC the past few years and again this 
summer. 
   The OSA has also provided the 
BOOM program for training young 
sailors. We had the program at FYC a 
number of years ago with OSA 
providing Optimists and instructors 
for the course. Now, the BOOM 
program uses Prams for training, as 
they are more durable and better able 
to hold 2 young sailors. Their mobile 
unit consists of 5 prams and a coach 
boat on a trailer with instructors 
driving. Generally they are contacted

1.Life jackets - encouraged the 
government to approve the 
inflatable life jacket (Mustang 
Manufacturer) for use as well as 
approving the use of colours 
other than red/ yellow/ orange 
for PFD's 
2. The Operator Card. The exam 
for the card was to be based on 
the Canada Shipping Act (Min 
of Transportation and Canadian 
Coast Guard). The act contained 
rules that would not apply to 
pleasure craft and operators. 
OSA and the power/ sail 
squadron were involved to 
ensure that the test covered the 
appropriate rules  knowledge. 

   Club governance assistance is 
available through the OSA in the

     - offer of information on club 
insurance - specifically on written

   Information  such as books, 
pamphlets and DVD's are available 
on line at cost in most instances. e.g. 
A DVD with literature is available 
at cost for use with a high school or 
university learn to sail program 
   Tax Receipts can be made 
available for carded athletes who are 
fund raising for their training. This 
program is offered through the 
Sports Alliance. 
   Website www.sailon.org (OSA) 
and www.sailing.ca (CYA) will 
provide you with a lot of 
information on these associations 
including financial statements, 
annual reports, upcoming regattas, 
publications and so on. OSA has a 
list of appeals and outcomes, 
publication of fees paid by all 
Ontario clubs (and the are not 
equitable yet).  
   Protest and Appeals are only 
available to sailors who are 
members of the OSA and do have 
an effect on insurance paid out to 
individuals.  
   Canadian racing team The 
maximum allowance for a year of 
training for a carded elite athlete 
through the CYA is about $14,000 
with additional at times available 
through OSA sponsors.

The following is a list of additional items that are required for participation in Trailersailors North Channel Cruise.  
For USA and Canadian vessel requirements go to web sites – USA; .safetyseal.net  (click visual VSC) Canada;

www.boatus.com/boattech/cacg.htm.   
Note the requirements for your tender/dinghy. This includes kayaks and canoes 
Required Item    Specification 
1. Hard copy charts for the Separate charts or chart book 
    cruising area 
2. Compass   No sailor is without a built in compass. I would also recommend a separate 
hand     held compass. I use this in the dinghy. 
3. GPS    Hand held GPS will provide your position in open water. 
4. Two appropriate size  200 feet of line is ideal. Preferred are two different types of anchors 
 anchors with 10 ft of chain  If you tie to shore, a separate 100 ft line is 100 ft of line needed   
5. VHF radio   Built in VHF radio is referred, however a hand-held is acceptable 
6. Reefing capability for sails Preferred that the reefing method can be accomplished from the cockpit. 
7. Flags : home country,  The courtesy flag is of the country you are sailing in. The trailer- 
    courtesy for visiting  sailor flag identifies your vessel to the fleet (may use another  
    country and trailer-sailor common flag for the fleet) 
8. Motor    A motor is needed for entering harbours and anchorage. It is 
    recommended that the motor be able to propel your vessel at 5  
    knots or more under calm conditions. Of course, it is important 
    to have enough power in windy conditions. Enough fuel. 
9. Flashlights   At least a smaller one in the cabin and a larger one when out at night. Batteries 
10. Anchor Light To protect yourself from anyone travelling at night. May be a solar light on the 

masthead or hoist a portable light up the halyard. 
Nice items to have 
1. Depth Sounder Handy for anchoring and preventing grounding 
2. Tender : kayak, canoe Desirable to get ashore or visit other boats. A cover is suggested 
    dinghy for canoes or kayaks. 
There are many more items that are taken including fenders and repair parts that add to the protections 
and comforts f your cruise. Please use your own judgement.

Flooding and Flood 
Warning Information                       (S Goldt)  

   As has always been the case at the yacht club, your boat 
is your own responsibility. If there is heavy rainfall, it 
would be prudent to check to be sure your boat is safe at 
the club. The club will attempt to notify members of any 
problems by way of the FYC email and our Phone 
Committee (which will soon be established). The Phone 
Committee will have a prioritized list of members to call if 
flooding on the reservoir is an issue. Anyone who would be 
willing to travel to the club to try to secure things would be 
most appreciated. There are safety boats, school boats, 
dories and docks as well as personal craft that will need to 
be attended to in high water situations.  
   You can always check water levels on Fanshawe by 
going to the UTRCA website:  www.thamesriver.on.ca 
   Click the tab for water management, then flood 
bulletins, then current Thames River flows and 
meteorological information (on right side of screen). 
Click I agree at the end of the disclaimer message. A map 
will come up. Click on London then Fanshawe Reservoir 
and you will find a graph of the water levels. 
   IMPORTANT : On these graphs the water does not 
reach the top of the main fixed dock until 700mm. The 
Wye Creek crossing will be impassable at over 480 mm. 
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A Spring Checklist - for 
those awaiting warm 
weather! 
        (S Goldt - compiled from online sites) 
Vessel Exterior - Scrub down 
your boat with a mild detergent. 
Use a detergent that causes 
minimal environmental impact. 
(Remember that in some places, it 
is illegal to allow wash water back 
into the harbour without 
treatment). Apply a coat of wax to 
the boat. Clean and polish all 
metal fittings. Ensure cockpit 
drains and scuppers are clear, 
leaves and winter debris easily 
block them. Check the operation 
of hatches and windows, clean 
and lubricate their hinges. Clean 
and check the condition of canvas. 
Hull Condition  - Lifting and 
storing a vessel can cause minor 
damage. Look for scratches, 
blisters, and abrasions to the hull. 
Check transducers, pitot tubes, 
and exterior surfaces of thru-hull 
fittings. Arrange for repairs and 
refinishing of hull defects. Once 
hull maintenance is complete, 
touch-up or apply a new coat of 
bottom paint as needed. Replace 
your zincs. New zincs are 
inexpensive and prevent costly 
damage from corrosion and 
electrolysis.  
Vessel Interior – Inspect the 
condition of thru-hull fitting and 
work attached seacocks . (A 
seacock is a special tap, or valve, 
that shuts off a flow of water; a 
through-hull is a metal or plastic 
lining for a hole in the hull. Every 
underwater through-hull hole on 
your boat should be fitted with a 
seacock capable of shutting off the 
flow of water that will result if a 
hose breaks or pulls away from 
the fitting. The seacock attaches 
to the inside tail of the through-
hull fitting. Some seacocks have 
flanges that are bolted through 
the hull into the outside flange of 
the through-hull; others merely 
screw). Check the flexible hoses 
and clamps. Consider proactive 
replacement of clamps and hoses. 
A failed thru-hull fitting can cause 

a major emergency Check 
operation of bilge pumps and 
switches.  
Emergency Equipment - Spring is 
a good time to ensure your vessel's 
safety equipment is in good order 
and that you comply with regulatory 
requirements. Life jackets and 
floatation cushions left in boats 
during the winter can mildew; check 
the condition of this safety 
equipment. Check the expiration 
dates on your visual distress 
signals. Have your on-board fire 
extinguishers inspected.. Having a 
Vessel Safety Check performed by 
our Boat Safety Officer , Brian 
Perry, is an excellent way to prepare 
fo r  the upcoming season. 
Electrical Systems - It is good idea 
to remove lead-acid storage batteries 
from boats in winter storage. Ensure 
the battery is charged, its case is 
clean, terminals are clean and cables 
connections are tight, and that 
battery cables in good condition. 
Check the condition of the vessel 
bonding and electrical systems. 
Defects here can cause corrosion 
and electric shock drowning. 
Ensure your navigation lights are 
operational. Check the operation of 
on-board electronics like GPS chart 
plotters, VHF radios, radar, and 
their external antennas.   
Outboard Engines and Outdrives 
- Replace spark plugs and check the 
condition of plug wires. Drain and 
replace gear oil in the lower unit. 
Check the condition of rubber 
bellows around cables and sealing 
on outdrive. Failure of these bellows 
is a major cause of sinking in 
inboard-outboard equipped boats. 
Inspect the condition of fuel lines, 
primer bulb and fuel tank for leaks. 
Change out your fuel filter element 
and drain any water present in the 
filter bowl. Check to functioning of 
your boat engine kill switch. Check 
cables jackets for cracks and splits, 
ensure cables move freely. Finally 
inspect the propeller for nicks and 
dents. 
Inboard Engines - Many of the 
tasks required to prepare your 
engine for use are routine and can 
be accomplished by many boaters. 

Most marinas and boatyards can 
provide this required service. Arrange 
yard time well in advance to avoid 
disappointment during the inevitable 
spring rush. Change your engine oil 
and filters. Check the transmission 
fluid level. Replace the filter element 
in your water separating fuel filter  
and be sure to drain any water present 
in the settling bowl. Inspect flexible 
fuel lines for chaffing and wear. 
Most marine engines have zincs that 
are threaded into the engine block. 
Learn their locations and change them 
every spring. Check the tension of 
drive belts and consider proactively 
replacing them. Carry spares for the 
belts and filters used by your engine. 
Ensure the bilge blower functions 
correctly and check the condition of 
the flexible hoses attached to it. Check 
the raw water strainer on engines that 
are cooled in this manner. Failed 
exhaust manifold gaskets can caused 
unwanted flooding with some engines. 
Check the condition of the exhaust 
manifold and its gaskets. 
Boat Trailers - Most boat trailer 
problems occur with their wheels and 
associated components. Maintenance 
should entail checking tire pressure, 
removing the wheels, checking the 
condition and functioning of brakes, 
pulling and cleaning the wheel 
bearings, repacking them with grease 
and replacing them. Two things can 
improve performance of boat trailer 
brakes and wheel bearings. The first 
thing you can do is install a fresh 
water flushing system that will allow 
the wheel components to be 
thoroughly cleaned after each use. The 
other is to use a Wheel Buddy bearing 
cover. This device keeps the bearings 
clean and constantly lubricated. 
Check the rollers, pads, and bunks of 
your trailer. Clean and lubricate the 
winch. Inspect the condition of the 
winch strap or cable for wear. 
Lubricate the tongue jack and wheel. 
Inspect the safety chains and coupler. 
Finally test your trailer lights. Trailer 
and boat navigation lights seem to be 
a constant source of irritation for most 
of us. Unplugging your trailer lights 
prior to launching can reduce 
problems. More information can be 
found in the article title

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Galley - Fill propane tanks on 
vessels that use it for cooking or 
heating fuel. Remember fuel dealers 
will not fill tanks that are not 
equipped with an Overfill 
Prevention Device (OPD). There are 
still some of these tanks floating 
around out there. Check the 
operation of manual and electric gas 
valves. Inspect fuel supply lines for 
leaks and ensure that tank locker 
vents are clear. Propane is heavier 
than air and leaking propane can 
settle into the lower parts of your 

hull, creating an explosion hazard. 
Clean the stove and check the 
performance of the burners. Clean 
the refrigerator, then operate it on 
both shore and ships power. 
Head - Fill the head with water and 
check for leaks. Check that the 
holding tank has been pumped out. 
Restock chemicals required for 
onboard treatment systems, holding 
tank deodorant and toilet paper that 
is compatible with marine heads. 
Exercise the Y-valve, ensuring its 
positions are clearly labelled and the 

handle is cleared in the proper position 
while in port. 
Water System - Flush the fresh water 
system by turning on the water pump 
and draining the entire contents of the 
storage tank. Refill the tank with fresh 
water and run water through every hot 
and cold water faucet on the vessel. 
You want to flush out any traces of the 
non-toxic antifreeze you used to 
winterize the boat. Double check the 
deck filler caps for the water system to 
ensure they are in place and well 
sealed to keep out contaminants.

   The Pleasure Craft Courtesy 
Check Be satisfied that you boat is 
ready for the 2008 season and avoid 
those nasty surprises if stopped by 
the police. Pleasure Craft Courtesy 
Checks are offered FREE of charge 
by members of Canadian Power & 
Sail Squadrons in association with 
Transport Canada. At your 
invitation, a Boating Safety 
Specialist will visit your boat and 
review with you the safety 
equipment required by law. 
Your safety equipment will be 
checked and any deficiencies 

identified. If you meet or exceed the 
legal minimum requirements, a 
decal will be issued to your vessel 
stating the year it was inspected. If 
you require some corrective action, 
the specialist will be happy to come 
back and re-check the boat at a later 
time. There are no penalties for 
missing or improper equipment and 
no limit to the number of checks 
you can request. The Specialist is 
also happy to provide advice on 
boating safety issues and skills for 
you. Many boaters arrange for an 
annual courtesy check at the start of 
every season. 
Remember, get a Check, not a 
Ticket!   (London Power and Sailing 
Squadron)  
This list is for a typical vessel 6 to 
8 meters long 
Compulsory Items: 
-The vessels license or registration  
- An approved flotation device 
(PFD) in good repair and of 
appropriate size for every person on 
board 
-  Fire extinguisher (depending on 
type of engine, gas tank or cooking 
appliances on board) 
- Watertight Flashlight 
- Pyrotechnic Distress Signal 
requirements (Flares) 

-  Sound Signaling Device 
- Buoyant 1 heaving Line (minimum 
15 meters in length) 
- Approved Lifebuoy 
- Paddle or Anchor with adequate 
meters of Rode and Chain 
- Re-boarding Device 
- Bailer or Manual water Pump 
- Navigation Lights 
Other items: 
• Secure Batteries 
• Natural Ventilation 
• Exhaust Fan 
• Flame arrester 
• Heat Shielding 
• Up-to-date Charts 
• Radar Deflector 
• Hull Identification 
They will also check on things like a 
VHF Radio, GPS, Depth Sounder, 
Compass, Radar, Vapor Detectors, 
Fuel Tank Shut Off Valve, ‘Tool Kit 
and First Aid Kit.
